Milestone: 1.5 million SEER*Educate training sessions completed!

Ongoing learning is a key driver of success for registrars. The
SEER*Educate team knew we wanted to create a training
platform that addressed the needs of registrar students as
well as experienced registrars. As we recognize time is a
precious resource, it can be challenging for us to find the
time needed to learn new information and skills applicable
in this field and to assess our current technical ability.

There are several things we've learned over the last decade
when preparing training materials for a national audience.
Most of us seem to process new information better when

we can digest it in bite-size chunks and when it is made
readily available at a time that is convenient for us.

As SEER*Educate continued to expand the number of
training modules available on its website, the usage of the
training platform grew more rapidly. On 2/24/22 at

2:24 p.m., we reached 1.5 million SEER*Educate training
sessions completed since we initially rolled out the website

8.5 years ago. A notable accomplishment is that over 1
million of those sessions were completed in the last three

years!

various relevant manuals which you should also have open and available to complete these exercises.
